[bookmark: _GoBack]The Green River Russian Olive and Tamarisk Treatment Project was first identified by the Wyoming Game and Fish Department at a Local Project Development Team meeting.  Many of WLCI’s partners were in attendance at this meeting and jumped onboard with the idea to control Russian Olive and Tamarisk (ROT) along the Green River.  The City of Green River initiated removal of ROT in 2011 when they mapped the entire river from Expedition Island through Scott’s Bottom, and hired Boss Reclamation to remove the ROT in 2012, and planted native cottonwood and buffaloberry this spring.  The City has an intensive monitoring program in place and will be using herbicide to control the re-sprouts.  The City of Green River Schools is also involved with a monitoring project that will go through 2016.  The WGFD has contracted the Teton Science School to inventory the presence of ROT from Fontenelle Dam down to I-80 and below the City of Green River to the inflow of the Flaming Gorge Reservoir.  The Sweetwater County Weed and Pest District is involved with controlling ROT on public and private lands above the City of Green River.  The Ashley National Forest has also been in discussions with the project on their National Recreation Area.
